     ñWe are fools for the sake of Christò (1 Corinthians 4:10) 
 
If you have been at Galilee at all since the middle of February you know that 
we have not shied away from being called ñfoolsò at all. In fact, we have 
courageously claimed that identity as our own. We have relished in it. We 
have celebrated it. Especially now as we enter into this Easter Season, 
together with St. Paul we are proud to identify ourselves as ñFools for Christ!ò 
 
I love the fact that this year the Festival of the Lordôs Resurrection falls on April 1

st
! Most people 

know and refer to this day as ñApril Foolôs Day.ò Accounts as to its origin differ, but there seems to 
have been an ñApril Foolsò type of celebration dating back into the 1500ôs. It was known as a day for 
practical jokes and hoaxes played on one another.  
 
How perfect to think of Jesusô Resurrection that way! The threatened Jewish leaders certainly 
wanted to spread the news that the whole (ñHe is risenò) thing was a hoax, made up by Jesusô 
desperate followers. But the testimony of the eye-witnesses to the fact of Jesusô resurrection reveals 
that the joke was really on the Devil and those who wanted to get rid of (and thought that they had 
gotten rid of) Jesus by crucifying Him on a cross! 
 
April Fools! Heôs alive! 
 
Today there are still many who cannot and will not accept this news to be true. ñFake newsò is what 
they would probably say today. To be fair, it does sound unreal and unbelievable. It sounds silly and 
foolish to believe. It doesnôt make sense that a man dying on a cross could save anyone. It also 
doesnôt make sense that a loving and all powerful God would act in this kind of way. 
 
I agree. It doesnôt make sense. Itôs not the way that most of us would have done things. It does 
sound foolish. However, Christians trust that ñGodôs foolishness is wiser than human wisdom, and 
Godôs weakness is stronger than human strengthò (1 Cor. 1:25). And ñGod chose what is weak in the 
world to shame the strong; God chose what is low and despised in the world éto reduce to nothing 
things that areò (v. 28). 
 
This month will find us fully engaged in this Resurrection foolishness. It is the core of Christian faith, 
and the news that changes everything! Hereôs the time to get even more curious about what this is 
all about!

Galileeôs sabbatical policy, which was established in 2006, says 
that a sabbatical will be granted to a rostered leader after completing six years of service. 

 

Pastor Jay will be completing six years of service in 2018 and will be utilizing the sabbatical for 
renewal, enrichment, study, spiritual growth, travel, skill development and research.  The tentative 
plan is for his sabbatical to begin May 21

st
 and run through late August 2018.

April Adult & High School Christian Education 
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Galilee is so blessed to have three Partnerships ï our urban partner, St. Paulôs in Milwaukee and our 
global partners in Tanzania and El Salvador.  

 

Our El Salvador partnership has two components ï the congregation delegations that have taken 
place every other November for the past several years and the ñMission of Healingò visits that have 
taken place in February. This past February, Emily Danner, her friend Elizabeth Nelson, and Barb 
Barthel had an opportunity to be part of the MOH along with 23 other individuals.  

 

We arrived in San Salvador early evening on February 17
th
 descending to the airport through a 

beautiful sunset and fluffy white clouds.   

 

On Sunday we left to pick up Pastor Martir and his family and our translator to attend worship at our 
Sister Congregation, Los Martires in the community of Monsenor Romero and later in the day a 
service at Pastor Martirôs second congregation in El Chipilte.  This is North Capeôs Sister 
congregation and we worship there with them in our November delegations. The congregations are 
always so welcoming and glad to have us be part of their worship. On Monday El Chipilte would be 
the first of our Mission of Healing sites.  

 

Plans for the clinics were different this year.  Rather than having one site in San Salvador at the 
Lutheran Synod offices court yard where they came to us for the clinics, we were going out to the 
congregations and communities - to the people. This worked out to be a wonderful change as we 
had an opportunity to see far more people and particularly far more family units.  Three of the clinics 
were about an hour and a half outside of San Salvador, the fourth at the Lutheran school in San 
Salvador and adjunct the Lutheran Cathedral, the church Bishop Medardo ministers from.  

 

Each morning we would load our large bus and van with supplies and head out from our Hotel.  
When we arrived for the Clinic we would scope out the facility and decide what part of our clinic 
should be where.  In our clinic we provided:

Å   Diabetes Education     Å   Nutrition Education  

Å   2 Counseling areas     Å   Reading Glasses     

Å   Oral Health with Fluoride for children   Å   Days for Girls Education  

Å   Men Who Know for young men   Å   Arts and Crafts  

Å   Parasite medication for the children    Å   Hand washing education  

Å   2 Spiritual Healing areas with Massages and Blessing of Hands 

 

At the end of the day, we pack up and head back to the Hotel to prepare for the next day.  They 
were indeed long days but so very rewarding.  In the evening we shared a meal, some reflection 
times and some fun happy times.

Going into their communities, villages and congregations was very eye opening 
and wish everyone had that opportunity.  
 
The medical mission trip is a very humbling trip.  Immense gratitude for all the 
things we have in our life that Salvadorans might not have.  
 
The strong faith of the people we came in contact with.  How happy everyone was.  Even though 
they may not have much as far as material possessions, they are positive and upbeat and always 
had a smile on their face.  
 
The children LOVED the arts & crafts area ï always big smiles on their faces for the little we could 
provide.  
 
We were blessed with talented, intelligent translators from the University and good to know they will 
be the future of El Salvador. 
 
The people were so thankful for what we could provide whether it was with the doctors, education 
medication, spiritual healing or listening.  
 
The graciousness of the Salvadoran people.  They welcomed us into their communities with open 
arms-saying thank you, cooking us elaborate lunches, offering to help us in whatever way they 
could. 
 
El Salvador has been through some tough times, but the country is beautiful.  If you look at the 
graffiti in the city, you see the talent of the people who painted it.  The color, the life, the people.  
Beauty was everywhere.  
 
How well we worked together as a team.  We went into each day not knowing what to expect as far 
a clinic set-up.  Every day was set up fast and we were able to service the highest number of 
patients on any MOH trip so far. 1222 as opposed to 700 in other years. 
 
It was not about the presents we were able to provide it was about our presence to walk with the 
people, care and share and be part of their lives.  
 
We feel very blessed to be part of this trip and serve the Salvadoran communities.  A reminder on 
how blessed we are in our lives and how important to give back to others.
